 Any additional documentation demonstrating leadership, community involvement, academic achievements, or letters of 
recommendation.  

 
All applicants must meet the following criteria: 

 Must reside within the limits of Texas Township. 

 Must volunteer for a minimum of 4 hours service at the Taste of Texas festival.   

 Must be a senior in high school or a freshman or sophomore status at a college, university, or trade school.   

 All entries must be received or post marked by the posted deadline.   
 
Essay Topic:  What have you learned about community relationships as a result of your experience with the Taste of Texas and 
how will this experience assist you with your future goals? 
 
Your completed application package must be received or post marked no later than the posted deadline.  The entire package, 
including the application form and the essay must be received together.  Incomplete packages will be considered void.  All entries 
become the property of the Taste of Texas Committee.
